e Must be a 2nd or 3rd year junior high school student or a 1st or 2nd year senior high
school student at the time of application, at a school in Hiroshima Prefecture where a
JET Program ALT is present.

e Student should have enthusiasm for English.
e Student should show a genuine interest in cultural exchange.

e Student should be highly motivated and have the maturity needed to travel and
study in a foreign country.

e Student should have strong interpersonal skills and actively seek out ways to interact
with other cultures, for example, ESS Club.

o The committee will give preference to students who choose homestays that
feature an English-language study component.

o Students must also choose a second program in case the first is unavailable.

o If the student chooses a program costing more than ¥250,000, the
scholarship will still be awarded, but the students will be responsible for
paying the difference.

o The student must indicate the total cost of the program, including travel,
room and board, and tuition or other fees.

o The student must sign A4, photocopy their entire completed application
(A1-A4) and submit it with the original.
